President’s

Leadership Change
at Don Heights

As Debra mentioned at a recent Sunday
Service, Don Heights has been served
both by paid full-time professional
leadership for 27 years and by lay
congregational leaders for 27 years.
We've experienced many forms of
leadership in the past. Now, after having
worked with us in shared ministry for four
years, Debra, our Unitarian minister, is
moving on to a larger congregation — the
Unitarian Congregation in Calgary. We
will miss having Debra in our leadership
dance — leading and following as
situations require. We wish her well in
her new ministry in Calgary. We wish her
well as she moves closer to her children
and maybe future grandchildren. It has
been a learning journey for both Debra
and for many of us.

New Book In The Library

The Spirit Level: Why Equality is Better for —~
Everyone - by Richard Wilkinson and Kate Pickett - Penguin
Books - 2009

In the Preface the authors state “Just as the term ‘evidence-
based medicine’ is used to describe the current efforts to
ensure that medical treatment is based on the best scientific
evidence of what works and what does not, we thought of

calling this book ‘Evidence-based Politics™.

This book begins by comparing life expectancy with per
capita income. The authors find little difference in life
expectance once a minimum income is achieved. However
they find that life expectancy is still related to income
differences even within wealthy nations. The authors observe
on page 11 “that we are affected very differently by income
differences within our society from the way we are affected by
the differences in average income between one rich society
and another.” The rest of the book explores this concept.
