President’s
Thoughts

Heresy and Integrity

The sources for my mental meanderings
this month are 'heresy’ and the theme of
this year's Mid-Winter Retreat, ‘A Life of
Integrity’. The keynote speaker at Mid-
Winter was Gretta Vosper, a United
Church Minister and author of “With or
Without God”. She talked of her
theological journey from “Traditional
Christian” to “Progressive Christian” and
how this journey has been greatly
influenced by the teachings of her father,
who often quoted Shakespeare’s famous
lines from Hamlet in which we are given
Polonius’ speech to his son as he is
about to leave his father and head for
Paris:

“This above all: to thine own self be true,
And it must follow, as the night the day,
Thou canst not then be false to any man.”

Although Gretta, a United Church
minister, openly states that her religious
views are not those of the United Church
statements of faith, she has not been
publicly branded a heretic by her peers
and continues to enjoy the freedom of
the pulpit within the United Church.
Gretta, it seems, can be true to herself
while the United Church leadership
figures out how to respond to theological
diversity within their denomination.

Is it not this need for integrity —to be
true to oneself, that has brought many of
us from traditional religion to
Unitarianism? This is what Unitarianism
offered me and maybe it's what we have
to offer the world — a place for searching
for theological integrity. This is not to
say that we would be so arrogant as to
proclaim that Unitarianism is the answer
for everyone, but rather that we provide
a religious place for an open, endless
search for truth and meaning. It’s this
open commitment to examine our
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personal values and to strengthen our
ability to align values with actions that
helps create our caring, inclusive
community of friendship and support.

Rather than concerns about theology,
the fellowship within this community may
have been the original attraction for
some of us, but as times and our lives
change, we may find ourselves thinking
about the history of this group of liberal
religious heretics whose descendants,
even today, are not accepted in groups
like the World Council of Churches.

We are still seen as heretics by some
Christians, not a real church, ‘just’
Unitarians, too accepting and different in
our theology from other faith groups.

If you don’t think we’re considered
theological radicals | encourage you to
google the home of my own happy,
childhood religion - the “United Church of
Canada” and its “Song of Faith”. Gretta
mentioned that members and ministers
of the United Church of Canada, the
most liberal Christian church in Canada,
are expected to essentially agree with
this lengthy song of faith. Rather than
being asked to promise to adhere to any
one creed or set statement of faith,
together Unitarians make a commitment
to affirm and promote our seven
principles for living our lives. Oursis a
religion that challenges us to explore the
ethical complexities of life and using our
best judgement, to live as best we can in
accordance with our findings. The
sources and beliefs that support us on
our journey are myriad.

Sometimes | wonder if Michael Servetus
were speaking his truth today, how
would he be metaphorically burned at
the stake? How would he be silenced?
In what ways are Unitarians today
discounted as “just” Unitarians, the wishy
-washy ones without a clear belief
system, without a creed. | ask myself
the question “Can I live a life of integrity
and not welcome the label heretic?” In
order not to seem critical, not to hurt
feelings, do | hide my disbelief in the
creed of my Anglican sisters? Do | have
the courage of a heretic or do | just want
to let it be? Does it matter if we speak
out about our journeys from traditional
religion to heretical Unitarian? Would we
rather be described as wishy-washy or
heretic?

Deliberations

Ministry is filled with poignant
moments. Such is the stuff of work
that is about being in service, about
being present with people in their joy
and struggle, about naming pain and
challenge as well as hope and
transformation. This past month has
been rich with such events. Children
have been at the center of many.

It was touching that the regular child in
our midst, Siobhan, now smiles when
she sees me and knows and says
Alex’s name. It was a delight to read a
note left on my desk written by my four
year old friend Jiao Jiao when she
visited Don Heights on Valentine’s
Day.

While presenting the Sabbatical supply
service at Neighbourhood, | offered the
children’s reflection. | started with
“today is the birthday of a famous
Unitarian, I'll give some clues.” Up
shoots a hand, “was it Jesus?”... well |
wondered aloud he was a social
activist — then before | could speak
even the first clue — another guess “is it
God?” — hmmm is God a Unitarian?
The invitation to articulate Unitarian
theology in the question of a child was
compelling. The questions of children
can bring us to the very heart of our
spiritual understanding, demanding
that we communicate our
comprehension of what is true and
right.

Then there has been meeting the

Palestinian refugee family we are co-

sponsoring with some Mennonite

congregations. The three members of

our congregation’s organizing team
were all in Florida, unable to be at

o4 the airport when the family arrived.

¢ Instead Lorna and | had the

blessing of renting a van to assist with
transport.

As | stood and waited for three hours, |
wondered who would come walking
through those sliding glass doors. My
imagining of life in a desert camp on
the Syria-lraq border had me prepared
for a family broken or at least bruised
by the experience and then a 24 hour
flight and now hours with Canadian
immigration. As the minutes and then
hours ticked by the excitement was
tinged with concern and then worry.
Finally the family appeared. The eldest
son led the way, his exuberant energy
reaching us before his outstretched
hand could make contact across the
glass barrier. My image of a broken
family evaporated in the presence of
this calm, loving, open and gracious
clan.

Since Don Heights is centrally located,
we hosted a meal for the family to
meet all those involved in the
sponsorship. | could feel the tears
welling up when the children
remembered me by name. Organizing
team members brought their children
and grandchildren. Our space was
filled with laughter and energy. It was
good! My heart fills with the memories
of those moments, the recognition of
the hope offered by our country and
our cooperative effort with the
Mennonites.

Blessed with connecting with children
this month, | am reminded of this
reflection by my colleague Rev. Sara
Moores Campbell:

Give us the spirit of the child

The child who lives within

The child who trusts, the child who
imagines, the child who sings,

The child who receives without
reservation, the child who gives
without judgement.

Give us a child’s eyes, that we may
receive the beauty and freshness of
this day like a sunrise;

Give us a child’s ears, that we may
hear the music of mythical times;
Give us a child’s heart, that we may
be filled with wonder and delight;
Give us a child’s faith, that we may
be cured of our cynicism;

Give us the spirit of the child, who is
not afraid to need; who is not afraid
to love.

Book: Outcasts United

Are you doing lots of reading during this cold, snowless
winter? If so, we in the Book Group hope you will give
Mary Doucette your ideas for great books for us to read
next year. Although we make our choices for the books for
next year at our June meeting, we like to have a wide
variety of books to consider and hope you will help us to
do this. It's important that multiple copies of the book be
available in the Toronto Public Library, and that the book
not be so popular that we’ll never get a copy if we put our
names on the Hold list. In the latter case, we may decide
to postpone doing the book until sometime in the future. If
you’re not sure about checking Library availability, submit
the book names and we will do this for you.

This month the Book Group meets on March 21% to
discuss Outcasts United by Warren St. John. Clarkston,
Georgia, was a typical Southern town until it was
designated a refugee settlement center in the 1990s,
becoming the first American home for scores of families in
flight from the world’s war zones—from Liberia and Sudan
to Irag and Afghanistan. Suddenly Clarkston’s streets
were filled with women wearing the hijab, the smells of
cumin and curry, and kids of all colours playing soccer in
any open space they could find. The town also became
home to Luma Mufleh, an American-educated Jordanian
woman who founded a youth soccer team to unify
Clarkston’s refugee children and keep them off the streets.
These kids named themselves the Fugees. Set against
the backdrop of an American town that without its consent
had become a vast social experiment, Outcasts United
follows a pivotal season in the life of the Fugees and their
charismatic coach.

In the morning the family went to the Willowgrove
Outdoor Recreation and Education Centre in Stouffville for
outdoor sports, a pancake breakfast, sledding, and a visit to
the Willowgrove farm to see various farm animals including
llamas. What a treat for the children. Later in the day the
family came to Don Heights for a sumptious potluck
provided by Debra, Lorna, Linda, Ellen, and Mary, as well
as the Mennonite committee members. There were games
for the children and Linda’s granddaughter, Isabella, and
Lorna’s grandson, Nicholas helped the newcomers feel
VERY much at home. It was a glorious day and gave those
who have worked so hard on behalf of the Al Sama’neh
family the opportunity to meet them.
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The father, Salmi, and the mother, Faten, are delightful and
so grateful for the help they have received from us.
