President’s
Thoughts

Don Heights - Working for
“Freedom in Religion,
Justice in Action”

Marketing experts tell us that a short
meaningful tagline helps people
understand the essence of an
organization or product. Unitarians have
been subjected to various informal
taglines imposed on us by others such
as “Unitarian: not a real religion”
"Unitarian: where you can believe
anything or nothing”. Our new tag line,
that is a part of Don Heights new vision
statement, describes us as defenders of
the human right to religious freedom and
as people who try to act for global
justice.

As we move into another stage in the life
of our congregation, it will be important
for us to come together to hold a shared
vision of who we are at our best and
what we have to contribute to the world.
It's a critical time to hold fast to our
Unitarian values, to deepen our
commitment to the affirmation of our
principles and to help each other
practice living principled lives.

| understand that the origin of the word
religion refers to “what binds us
together”. Are we not bound together by
a need to live examined lives, with the
freedom to be inspired by whatever
teachings contribute to our growth as
advocates for justice?

Freedom in Religion - our religion
includes the freedom and the
responsibility to examine the big
questions of life - how and when did and
does life begin and what role can we
play in sustaining life? What role should
we play in the ending of life? What is
our stewardship role for the health of the
planet and for all living creatures on the
planet or maybe in the universe? As
Unitarians we honour and advocate for
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the freedom within religious groups to
explore and make personal, responsible
decisions about all aspects of life. We
don’t advocate for absolute freedom of
action but we do support the right of
individuals to engage in open dialogue
about controversial issues. The Building
Your Own Theology —Ethics program
this spring provided a forum for exploring
our responses to various ethical
dilemmas.

Justice In Action - this part of our
tagline says that Don Heighters will be
engaged in actions that we believe will
result in an improvement in life
conditions and equity for all. On Google,
| came across the term “inequity
aversion”. | thought about the Michael
Moore movie Capitalism: A Love Story,
and how watching this movie stimulated
my aversion to inequity. | recently came
across some research about children
and how they have an early
understanding of and interest in fairness.
| wondered how religious organizations
play a role in encouraging children to
choose fairness as opposed to a sense
of greater entittement. One of the Don
Heights grandparents recently told a
story about her grand-toddlers —one
sibling ordering the other to “share”.
Does a desire for social justice begin
with those first explorations of fairness?

For me, the final core part of our
Unitarian religion is spiritual growth
Spirituality speaks to me about
intentional use of time that allows us to
be conscious of our thoughts and our
connections to the web of life. Through
our Sunday Services and other
programs, a walk in the woods or
through a labyrinth, we are encouraged
to stop and listen to the still small voice
within us.

| thank my cardiac rehab programme for
helping me rationalize the time spent
learning about mindful meditation . |
know | have a long way to go before |
live up to the ideals of our complex
liberal faith. We can only live out this
faith of ours within our self-created
community of caring life travellers. This
community for which we long has been
described by many as “beloved
community”. Tom Owen-Towle’s book
‘Growing a Beloved Community’ will be
my personal required reading this
summer. I'll be happy to share it when
I’'m finished.

Book: The Book of Negroes by Lawrence Hill

Abducted as an 11-year-old child from her village in West Africa
and forced to walk for months to the sea in a coffle—a string of
slaves— Aminata Diallo is sent to live as a slave in South
Carolina. But years later, she forges her way to freedom, serving
the British in the Revolutionary War and registering her name in
the historic “Book of Negroes.” This book, an actual document,
provides a short but immensely revealing record of freed Loyalist
slaves who requested permission to leave the US for resettlement
in Nova Scotia, only to find that the haven they sought was
steeped in an oppression all of its own. Aminata’s eventual return
to Sierra Leone—passing ships carrying thousands of slaves
bound for America—is an engrossing account of an obscure but
important chapter in history that saw 1,200 former slaves embark
on a harrowing back-to-Africa odyssey.
