Design on Trial , which captures the turmoil that tore apart
the community of Dover, Pennsylvania, in a landmark battle
over the teaching of evolution in public schools. In 2004,
the Dover school board ordered science teachers to read a
statement to high school biology students about an
alternative to Darwin's theory of evolution called intelligent
design - the idea that life is too complex to have evolved
naturally and so must have been designed by an intelligent
agent. The teachers refused to comply, and both parents
and teachers filed a lawsuit in federal court accusing the
school board of violating the constitutional separation of
church and state. The film features trial reenactments
based on court transcripts and interviews with key
participants and expert scientists. Since many of us want
to be involved in inter-faith initiatives, but are wary of the
beliefs of some of these faiths, | thought it would be
appropriate to view a video about evolution vs. intelligent
design.

Science Snips
Collective Intelligence

If each member of a five member group knows the correct
answer to a different one of five questions on a test, then if
the group pools their knowledge the group should answer
all the questions correctly — right? But this often does not
happen. Usually the group does less well than the smartest
person in the group — why? This is caused by the
interpersonal dynamics of the group that cause it to agree
on incorrect answers and reject correct answers.

Just as the general intelligence of an individual predicts
their performance on a variety of thinking tasks, Anita
Wooley and colleagues® have found evidence of a
“collective intelligence” which predicts a group’s
performance.

Collective intelligence was found to be related to three
factors. One was the social sensitivity of the members to
each other as measured by the “Reading the Mind in the
Eyes” test. The second was a more even distribution of
conversation turn-taking as opposed to groups in which a
few people dominated the conversation. The third was the
proportion of females in the group, “however this result
appears to be largely mediated by social sensitivity...
because...women...scored better on the social sensitivity
measure than men.” Interestingly, the intelligence of
individual members (either as an average of all individual
intelligence scores or the score of the smartest member)
had no relation to the collective intelligence of the group in
this study.

So it seems that the best performing groups contain
socially sensitive members who take turns in conversation.
