year and it was written originally in French.

In the spring of 1989, three young people, born thousands
of miles apart, cut themselves adrift from their birthplaces
and set out to discover what - or who - might anchor them
in their lives. They each leave almost everything behind,
carrying with them only a few artifacts of their lives
(possessions that have proven so formative that they can't
imagine surviving without them), but also the accumulated
memories of their lives and family histories.

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Quarry Protest

There was quite a gathering (over 60 Unitarians) in Hornings Mills
on April 12, 2011 including five Don Heighters to protest the
creation of a gigantic quarry near Unicamp.

Three long expected applications for the quarry have been
submitted by the Highlands Companies, a powerful hedge fund
based in Boston. The limestone quarry would be the largest in
North America - 2316 acres, 100 km north of Toronto in
Melancthon Township. Local farmers and others are also fighting
the proposal. There are documented concerns that headwaters
will be impacted.

It will be the second largest open pit mine in North America,
largest in Canada. The quarry will destroy forever thousands of
acres of prime productive farmland. The area chosen is the
highest point in Southern Ontario, right on the edge of the Niagara
Escarpment, an officially declared UNESCO Biosphere

Reserve. Below this valuable land lies priceless limestone which
filters the water and an aquifer that is the Headwaters of several
major river systems in Southern Ontario. The quarry will severely
damage these valuable water systems which originate in this
area, Ontario’s food supply, and the drinking water of more than
one million people. Thousands of acres will be blasted 200ft below
the water table!

As proposed it is one-third the size of Toronto. A serious concern
is that the Highland Companies own more that 5000 adjacent
acres. A protest took place at noon at Queen's Park on Earth
Day, April 22 followed by a five day walk to Hornings Mills.

Unicamp’s springs and pond may be severely altered or
disappear. Five major area rivers may be affected. Unicamp is a
50-acre site in southwestern Ontario, in the UNESCO Niagara
Escarpment Biosphere Reserve. It includes meadows, coniferous
and deciduous forests, marshes, streams, caves and two
beaches.

The well respected Council of Canadians has joined the groups
opposing this Quarry. The whole of Niagara Falls could fit into a
mega quarry open pit mine of this size.

Social Action Report

At our April meeting we featured a spirited presentation by
journalist and social advocate Cybele Sack. Her group,
ImPatient for Change (on Facebook as "Every Patient
Matters”), is a new patients’ rights organization whose goal
is to exchange information about patient safety and to
advocate for medical reform in the public interest. Her
interest in this issue arose after her own experiences with
poor medical care.

She talked to Don Heighters about the Hospital Secrecy
amendment in the Ontario government’s budget, which will
revoke public access to ALL hospital quality information.
The public won the right to access this information in
December, when hospitals were included in the freedom of
information and protection of privacy act (FIPPA), as part of
bill 122, the transparency and accountability legislation.

At that time the Hospital Secrecy Amendment was
proposed by hospital and insurance lobbyists, but it was
defeated. Now our health minister has told the legislature
that the lobbyists "persuaded" her to re-introduce the
amendment in the budget.

This amendment will affect all 13+ million Ontarians, as
transparency is an important democratic value and the
public should have a right to know what is going on in our
healthcare system. This amendment will not limit your
ability to access your own medical chart, nor will it let
anyone else access your personal health information -
personal health info is covered in a different law. But if this
amendment passes, it will prevent you from getting
answers to your questions about the quality of your hospital
care - including medical errors, hospital-acquired infections,
wait times, and cutbacks. Only information the hospital
chooses to release in external reports will be available.

If you want to stop this amendment, we ask that you call
your MPP and the Premier's office, that you call Dwight
Duncan, the Finance Minister and the members of the
Finance Committee (6 Liberals will decide the vote) and
that you attend the vote at Queen's park on

Thursday, May 5.

We are hoping that Cybele will speak to our congregation in
the summer to tell us more about other patients’ rights
issues.

Those who attended the April meeting were enthusiastic
about the video which was shown, Growing Up Digital: How
the Net Generation Is Changing Your World. It is a mind-
expanding look at how the digital age has changed the way
young people think, work, and interact. Perhaps we can
show it again after a Sunday service if there is interest.

Keep on bringing in your used batteries, eyeglasses, cell
phones, computer cartridges, and pop tabs for recycling, as
well as individual size toiletries and soaps and school
supplies for Street Outreach Services (SOS). Donations
can be left on the Social Action table on your right as you
enter our service room.
