Taking a New Road

What does it feel like to stand at a fork in
the road and wonder which path to take.
This is the place we Don Heighters find
ourselves. We've been standing at the
fork for quite a while — not sure about
which way to go. Could fear of making
the wrong choice keep us at the fork
indefinitely? We need something to
motivate us to make choices and move
forward. We just need something to sink
our teeth into, something that speaks to
Don Heighters’ hearts. We need to have
congregational discussions about the
ideas for our future that describe who we
are and who we aspire to be. Maybe
affordable housing; maybe a community
arts hub; maybe a center for dialogue
and communication.

Who knows? Let’s throw out some ideas
that excite us, and that reflect our values
and our Unitarian principles. Once we
agree on Plan A and together make a
commitment to some path, there will be
no stopping us. We need to have the
whole congregation engaged in this
initial stage of bravely speaking out
about the ideas that we, as individuals
would want to get behind. We need at
least 75 % of the congregation to
strongly support an idea with the other
25% at least agreeing to live with the
ideas of the larger group. We need to
show ourselves that it is possible for a
group of Unitarians to discover a shared
idea that engages us and to turn the idea
into a reality.

| want to tell you about a project that
Murray Fulcher and | have been
engaged in. This is not to suggest that
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this idea is one that relates to our own
particular plans but it is to tell you about
the power of a few people with a
common set of values and interests,
working together to make something
worthwhile and concrete happen.

Murray and | are part of the
“Scarborough Interfaith Affordable
Housing Venture” This group grew out
of the Out of the Cold group convened
by Knox United Church at Midland and
Sheppard in 2005. A number of
individuals began to talk about, and
investigate, how to help some of the
homeless people who come to Out of the
Cold to find permanent stable housing.
In the course of investigations we met
and listened to the advice of a group
called Sanctuary, who have been
operating two affordable, supportive
houses for several years downtown.

Members of our small, determined multi-
faith group have also attended
workshops organized by an Anglicans
housing group and with other groups
involved with housing. Our group knows
that we want to establish a home for at
least 4 homeless or near homeless
people. We are educating ourselves as
we go and discovering resources to help
us on this journey. We're now planning
how to incorporate and increase the size
of the group and develop a fundraising
strategy. We believe our small multi-faith
group of about ten people can make this
happen.

I know that Don Heights can explore
future possibilities for us and that we can
make a choice and start walking down
our preferred path, confident that we will
reach our chosen destination. Bringing a
shared idea to life will be an enriching
experience for us. It's up to each one of
us to get involved in choosing our path.
Calling all e-mailers and dialoguers.
Let’s begin by fearlessly sharing our
wildest dreams.

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I have been struggling with these
deliberations because there is just so very
much going on. There is change in the air.
As the buds burst forth on the trees, the
flower bulbs offering their blooms, the eggs
hatching in nests, everywhere change and
growth.

| have just returned from a week in Thunder
Bay for the CUC ACM* followed by
UUMOC** annual meeting. We
experienced all four Canadian seasons
while we were there, including significant
snowfall and later, a tank-top sunny day that
offered me a mild sunburn. We came
together from such great distances, with
particular interests and experiences. Yet
there was an amazing coherence of energy
in support of this faith tradition that has so
very much to offer a wounded world.

We met the new CUC Executive Director,
Jennifer Dickson. | was impressed with her
presence, her warm attitude and her
apparent competency. The delegates have
offered a synopsis of the business.

| was particularly touched by the keynote
speaker, Rev Chris Buice, minister of the
Tennessee Valley Unitarian Universalist
Church, in Knoxville, Tennessee. Chris had
attended the CUC ACM in Ottawa last year
while on sabbatical. A few months later,
July 27", a gun-wielding man entered the
Sunday morning service intent on killing
“liberals”. Two people died, six injured, all
were traumatized. The following Sunday
Chris rededicated the sanctuary with the
assistance of clergy from all faith traditions.
He used Tony Turner’s ‘Circle of Song’,
brought from Canada.

Chris’s sharing of the story was powerful.
The message of hope was transformational.
He spoke of how a life worth living needs
worship, suggesting that worship at its best
invites us into something much larger. We
come together to find something worth living
for. We have to find the good in life and
praise it, even as we confront evil and

violence. | am inspired by the call for
%eace, justice and unity.

Then there was the amazing

opportunity to be with fellow ministers from
all across Canada. We did incredible work
together as well as offer spiritual
companionship, deep listening to others with
a common vocation. We began our time
together in conversation with the CUC
Board looking at how we can work together
more collaboratively and effectively to
support UUism in Canada. The ministers
are in the process of initiating a number of
programs to support and transform
congregations and the denomination. It is
exciting.

| bring all this back with me to the important
work we are doing here at Don Heights.
Enthused and inspired to take up the tasks
of the congregation’s expressed intention to
grow. This will involve some challenge and
probably even some conflict — change
always does. Change we must, if we are
sincere in the desire to become a vital
congregation.

Let me share some of my summer activities,
a blend of relaxation and education. June
will be Ministry Days and General Assembly
followed by a couple of weeks on a camping
road trip. July | travel with the Pastors for
Peace Caravan to Cuba to challenge the US
embargo. In my application | said “Both my
faith and my conscience demands that |
lend strength to causes of equality and
confront injustice. | feel the embargo is
repressive and unjust. If my voice and
presence can assist with addressing this
inequity | am called to be there.” | do this to
be a Unitarian Universalist presence in the
challenge. It is an expensive undertaking,
about $3000 (well beyond my professional
expenses) and the suggestion was made
that there be a cigar box in the office in case
anyone feels inclined to assist with this.

August | will attend an intensive workshop
for ministers on Adaptive Change followed
by a staff position for the first Canadian
Goldmine Leadership School for youth.

This will reacquaint me with current youth
issues as we work to provide a welcome
space for them at Don Heights. Alex
Sproule will be one of the youth participants.

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Highlights from the ACM
Business Meetings

As the Don Heights delegates, Sharyn Devine and |
attended the business meetings at the CUC Conferenc e.
Highlights of what was covered there include:

- Don Heights was recognized as Canada’s first congregation
to be accredited for Celebrating Diversity. However, no
plagues or certificates have yet been produced. We will
receive ours at next year's ACM.

- Art Brewer of Toronto First received the annual Knight
award for his tireless and enthusiastic work in the promotion
of Welcoming Congregations. At this point, more than 98%
of members in Canada belong to congregations who have
received the designation.

- The National Identity Task Force presented its interim
findings. They found a number of common themes in the
feedback they received, in defining characteristics (self-
determination, questioning, no creed), in mission & purpose
(growth, social action and spiritual & intellectual
development all appeared), and in concerns (religious vs
secular language, how diverse we really are, defining
ourselves in negative terms, aversion to proselytizing).

- A need for attention to the community of young people has
been felt in the CUC. It is being given to exploring and
developing ‘Young Adult Ministry’, especially to retaining
young adults who grew up as UU’s, and to developing a
covenant between the CUC and the Youth community.
Positive trends were also noted, including the arrival in
Canada of the Goldmine leadership training program for
youth.

- The financial crisis has affected the CUC’s budget. A deficit
budget is expected, due to loss of investment income; their
5-year action plan has also been delayed. However, also
due to the fiscal crisis, the CUC is not raising Annual
Program fees from member congregations. Significant
service cutbacks are not expected this year.

- The CUC is changing its budget-making strategy. They
intend to become more consultative and get feedback from
member congregations at all steps in the consultation
process, and ensure the congregations’ needs are met, so
that the budget is only the final product of consultation, not
the primary stage. The monitoring of the process must be
transparent and understandable. Unitarians must know the
services they expect to receive maintaining and developing
healthy congregations.

- With the changes in staffing, the Board is studying which
procedures belong to staff, and which to the Board of
Directors.

- Rev. Debra Faulk was honoured for her leadership in
developing a Sharing Our Faith Service package for
congregations.

- The assembly approved amendments to the document
Environmental Principles of Canadian UUs (1999) to
“embrace a view that sees ourselves not as masters of the
land, but as an integral part of the earth’s ecosystem”.
Further they urged us, as Unitarians, to appeal to our MPs
to pass Bill C-311 - Climate Change Accountability Act. In
particular, Liberal members may hold a swing vote.

The Ecology of Commerce—A Declaration of
Sustainability by Paul Hawken

Mid-Course Correction - Towards a Sustainable
Enterprise: The Interface Model by Roy C. Anderson

Business can be influenced to change!. Paul Hawken wrote
“The Ecology of Commerce — A Declaration of Sustainability”
which states that “To create an enduring society, we will
need a system of commerce and production where each and
every act is inherently sustainable and restorative.” This
book was read by Roy C. Anderson, Founder, Chairman,
and CEO of Atlanta-based Interface, one of the world’'s
largest interior furnishings companies.
