President’s
Thoughts

Merry Christmas

Wherever my theological
meanderings take me, the
Christmas story of a baby being
born in a manger because
innkeepers in Bethlehem could
make no room for a young family
who needed shelter, will always
capture my heart and imagination.
That symbolic holy child speaks to
me about all the children who come
into the world without the
necessities of shelter and food.
We, like the innkeepers, have no
room for the poor and the “foreign”.
We do not want to demand enough
affordable housing so that 60,000
people will not be waiting for
subsidized housing in Toronto. We
do not want to create long term
housing solutions for the families
living in the Kingston Road motels.
We don't speak out together about
the smell of urine in stairwells and
the public housing apartment
buildings without front door locks.

We may shake our heads at the
greed of $3000 a day consultants
but we do not unite and demand
that our taxes be spent more justly.
Sometimes there seem to be too
many injustices to correct that we
throw up our arms in despair and
give up. Maybe we feel so
disconnected from the political
decision makers that we don’t know
how to bring about change. Maybe
life, like a runaway train, is moving
too fast. We can't engage the
brakes so that we can stop, get off,
think and maybe change the course
of our country.
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Christmas is often described as
a season of giving and sharing
good times with family and friends
but the commercial world has made
it a season of profit and gluttony.
How do we resist the thrill of
shopping for this years’ “perfect”
gifts? We are subtly and not so
subtly told to keep buying because
Christmas gluttony helps the
economy. Do | have the courage to
“pull the plug” and dramatically
change my Christmas traditions?

My holy family has been waiting
for several years for Canadian
Bureaucrats to decide whether they
will open the door for Sherran and
her family or whether they will send
her back to a country she escaped
from 15 years ago. Can you
imagine knocking at a door for 15
years without an answer? Some
answers have indeed come by
letter and by phone -- *“You'll hear
in 6 months. You'll hear in 2 years.
You'll hear by the end of
November.” Is this some form of
torture being imposed on a young
woman and her Canadian born
children who have no family to
return to in a foreign land? Do we
have no room in Canada for a
young Caribbean mother whose
own mother died when she was
four years old leaving her at the
mercy of the streets.

Her rent is $750 per month for a
one bedroom apartment that
houses 7 people. She receives no
social assistance for fear this might
adversely affect her refugee
application. | buy organic
vegetables and fair trade chocolate
for my family. She accepts
whatever the food bank has to
offer. How do | rationalize this?
Christmas is a challenge.

| write this as | prepare to return
to Toronto following a week spent
with 400 UU ministers mostly
from North America. It was a time
of amazing worship, twice a day,
workshops providing professional
development as well as nurturing
the soul. We were fortunate to
have two keynote addresses
offered by Thomas Moore (Care
of the Soul, The Education of the
Heart, The Re-enchantment of
Everyday Life).

| was deeply touched by the
simplicity of part of his message.
First let me make the distinction
offered by Moore of the difference
between spirit and soul. The
spirit focuses on that which
transcends the body. The soul
has no interest in transcendence.
The soul wants to be here now, to
be alive, vital and present.

To feed the soul and be more
fully and wholly ourselves
requires a few basic things. Most
important is friendship .
Relationships that develop over
time and shared experience, that
have a foundation of trust and are
nurtured with tears and laughter.
He said that food and drink are
essential. Greek philosopher
Epicurus was offered as an
exemplar of the notions of
importance of friends, food and
the senses as our human way of

knowing and being in the
I world. Moore emphasized the

power and comfort of

breaking bread together and the
connection with food as
nourishment for the soul. He
noted that Jesus spent a lot of
time dealing with food. Changing
water into wine is a very
Epicurean thing to do after all.

Home is essential for a sense of
security, be it literal or figurative,
an actual domicile or a beloved
community. Intimacy and the
potential for depth in our
relationships, with self, others and
however we may conceive the
divine, sustain and nourish the
soul. Beauty is a requirement,
beauty of surroundings, of music,
of art, of all that touches the
senses, and finally pleasure,
pleasure as both the perception
of comfort, beauty and sensual
satisfaction and even more than
that, the absence of fear.

“The seat of the soul is there,
where the inner world and the
outer world touch. Where they
permeate each other, the seat is
in every point of the permeation.”

“It is the marriage of the soul with
Nature that makes the intellect
fruitful, and gives birth to
imagination.”

SOCIAL ACTION

OUR PALESTINIAN REFUGEE FAMILY

We had hoped that the Palestinian refugee family which
we’re sponsoring would be here in Toronto by the time you
read this. However, their arrival has been postponed to
January. The Steering Committee, composed of
representatives of Don Heights, Toronto United
Mennonite, New Life Mennonite, Rouge Valley Mennonite,
and Community Mennonite in Stouffville continues to meet
and plan for the family’s arrival. We've collected many
items of furniture and clothing to help the family, and these
items are stored in committee member's garages.
However, with the coming cold weather, people are hoping
to use their garages for their cars, so the committee is
dealing with problems of storage.

As a congregation we are committed to providing $5000
for the family, so please make your donations as soon as
possible. With the holiday season approaching, you could
consider giving a gift certificate to someone to whom you
usually give a Christmas or Hannukah present, saying that
you have made a donation to a Palestinian refugee family
in their name. Since the family has seven children ranging
in age from fifteen to four years old, you could make a
donation in the name of one of your children or
grandchildren, and tell them about our sponsorship.
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Here’s some information about the Palestinian family we're
helping.

The father of the family has experience working as a car
mechanic and a farmer. The mother has trained as a
nurse. The family has been living in a refugee camp on
the Syrian-Iraqi border.

A UNICEF-made video about the camp shows people
living in very basic conditions in tents, with climate
extremes from snow and floods, to brutal heat.

Ideas for fund-raisers would be welcomed by the Don
Heights Committee (Linda Schofield, Ellen Jamal, and
Mary Doucette).
